7) Who is the most famous duck of all? 

8) What song features a duck? Maybe you could write a song about our Duck 
Who thought She was a watermelon. 

9) What is the difference between fact and fiction in literature?

Answers -

1) The Duck Who Thought She Was a Watermelon. Mommy-duck-to-be. 
Mommy-duck-to-be Who Thought She Was a Watermelon. Our duck who 
thinks she is a watermelon.

9) In Literature fiction is a made up story and the author’s imagination and be her 
guide. Fiction can be based on facts, but they can be distorted or altered to fit 
the story as in a novel or fairytale. Facts are real. They must be true. A factual 
story is a biography or autobiography about real people, a history about real 
events, an article about a subject such as philosophy or how to make 
something.
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
